Dragons as a harmless but interesting pursuit. If your arguments were
perfect, then all concern expressed by critics would be absolutely without
foundation and the critics themselves - including various police authorities,
community workers and parents in the United States and elsewhere - would
have to be classed as either misguided, malicious or stupid.

It is possible you are right and there is no reason to consider that Dungeons &
Dragons may have any adverse effect on certain categories of player. We
can't believe, however, that you further insist the critics have no right to

be heard and the media has no right to report their views as an issue of
public interest.
